The continued presence of these restrictions and negative attitudes has kept the Dalit community far behind the

mainstream of development.

They still lag behind in terms of education, access to health care, essential government services, access to

information and political representation. Among the Dalit community, women are more backward among the

backward. As a result, they continue to be deprived of their rights-based participation in the mainstream of society

and development.

With the aim of empowering Dalit women and increasing their leadership and increasing the awareness, capacity

and skills of Dalit women to prevent violence/discrimination against women, Dalit Empowerment Foundation

(DEF) is implementing POWER Programme under WVL-B Project in 03 Union of TalaUpazila of Satkhira district

in collaboration with ManusherJonno Foundation (MJF) and the financial support of Global Affires Canada (GAC).

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Dalit Women's “court-yard meetings” (Uthan Baithak) to increase their knowledge and consciousness.

Dalit Empowerment Foundation, under the purview of POWER, has formed 25 groups of Dalit women in 03 Unions of Tala
Upazila (no. 06 Tala Sadar, no. 05 Tentulia and no. 12 Khalilnagar). Each group comprises of 35 Dalit women. Every month
they hold a courtyard meeting. Thus, a total of 300 such meetings were held during the year. The monthly meeting is organized
with the aim of empowering Dalit women, increasing the scope for subject knowledge and identifying and preventing
discrimination.

The topics discussed in the 2022 courtyard meetings were: human rights, women's rights, legal aid, government services and
referral services, men's involvement in household work, gender and gender-based violence, gender-based discrimination and
prevention strategies, use of sanitary napkins, sexual harassment, women's health, socialization and gender discrimination in
the workplace.

These courtyard meetings were carried out in a way that Dalit women could express their views, talk about their problems and
interrelate freely. Everyone was given a chance to speak and participate spontaneously, becoming thus able to increase their
understanding of the issues at hand.

Community mobilizers conducted the courtyard meetings while field facilitators and program coordinators participated in
them as required.

Dalit women, by participating in the monthly meetings as part of a group, have been able to overcome the inferiority
complexes they suffer from, as well as the fear and other evils existing in their lives while at the same time increasing their
knowledge of various subjects. Dalit women have become proactive in identifying and fighting against discrimination. They
consider their coming together to be one of their greatest strengths and assets. Apparently, all these monthly courtyard
gatherings have helped to improve the quality of their life.
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Sessions for married couples in order to reduce obstacles to movement of Dalit women and prevent
domestic violence.

Dalit women are often barred from participating in all kinds of programs. And even when they do, they
face obstacles in applying the knowledge and wisdom they receive from those programs, particularly on
issues like prevention of gender discrimination, women's rights etc. For the most part, these obstacles
come from their own families.

DEF has realized that if our women’s
husbands understand the purposesbehind
the different programs, barriers and
obstacles created to impede women from
joining them will be greatly reduced.
What is more, this will also help a lot in
preventing violence against them. So,
couple sessions were organized where §

At the beginning of the session, the fiy
program  coordinator  briefed the
participants about the meeting. Women
then started saying things about their
husbands and their husbands gave their replies on their wives’ statements. In this context, by analyzing
the work of men and women through group discussion, the importance of women's domestic work was
also grasped and understood.

The facilitator then tried to bring home the idea that gender differences between men and women’s work
were society’s doing, in fact both could do all kinds of work. The field facilitator then recorded their
feedback on the session.Thiswas concluded with theagreement to try and enforce a new understanding
between husband and wife.

Through these sessions, husbands understood about the program, gained knowledge about different kinds
of productive work and developed a better relationship with their wives. These couples-sessions have
been also instrumental to reducing domestic violence and removing barriers for women to come out of
their hearth and participate in programs.

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School sessions with school girls to empower them and prevent child marriages.

Under the auspices of POWER, in 03 schools of 03 Unions of Tala Upazila, that is, Mahandi Secondary
School in Mahandi, no. 12 Khalil Nagar, Shatadal Secondary School, Kalia, Tantulia and A.J.H.
Secondary Girls School, Atari, in Tala Sadar, 09 groups have been created with girls of 03 classes: 6th,
7th and 9th. DEF has taken up this program to
increase the knowledge of girls on some subjects
not to be found in textbooks.

Generally speaking,60% of students enrolled in
class 6th do not conclude the school curriculam by
taking the SSC examination. The main reason for
il child marriage. Sessions on child marriage were
thus organized in the 03 schools under the POWER
program as per the needs of the schools. A total of
09 sessions were conducted with the girls of the
above mentioned 03 classes. In the said sessions,
teachers spoke on the subject and the program
coordinator,with the aid of a presentation,
highlighted the problems, causes and ways to preventearly marriages.

A quiz competition was then conducted on the subject. Students spontaneously participated in the quiz
competition and in each session, 03 were awarded a price. Students told stories about themselves and their
surroundings, and discussed about the prevention of child marriages. Finally, the students themselves
pledged not to engage in child marriage and to take initiatives to prevent child marriages in their
neighborhoods.
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Celebration of National Girl-Child Day.

In 2011, Canada first suggested the institution of an International Day of the Girl-Child in the General Assembly of the United
Nations. Later in 2012, precisely on December 19, this proposal was adopted by the United Nations” General Assembly.
Bangladesh observes National Girl-Child Day on September 30. The significance of the day is to promote gender equality,
girls' rights to education, nutrition, legal aid, justice, medical treatment, and protection from discrimination, violence and
forced childbearing.

Under the purview of POWER program, on the occasion of National Girl-Child Day, Dalit Empowerment Foundation (DEF),
on 16 and 22 October 2022, held a discussion meeting, a cultural program and an action competition in 03 unions of Tala
Upazila. National Girl-Child Day could not be celebrated on the specified date due to closure of schools. The first program was
held on October 16, 2022 in the premises of Shatadal Secondary School of Tentulia Union no. 5. Tentulia union teenagers’
group members and hundreds of school students, teachers and S.M.C. members of that school together with local residents,
participated in the program.

The girls of no. 06 Tala Sadar and no. 12 Khalilnagar Union celebrated together National Girl-Child Day on October 22, 2022
at the Tala Shilpakala Academy. Upazila Executive Officer, Upazila Mahila Vice Chairman, Upazila Vice Chairman, Tala
Sadar Union Chairman, DEF executive council members, workers, girls and parents participated in the event.

491 people (301 girls, 89 boys, 71 women and 30 men) participated in 03 unions. The day was observed through discussions,
experience sharing, sports and cultural programs. The leitmotif of the celebrations was, “to protect the rights of girl-children
we need first to know about them.” The girl-child's day was auspiciously inaugurated by cutting a ribbon.

The guests, in their speeches, highlighted the significance of the day and spoke about the rights of the girl-child and the role of
the adolescent girl in the society and state. Adolescents briefly described the experience of their monthly study circle, their
motivational meetings, and life skill sessions.

Afterwards, sports, cultural programs and awards’ distribution were held. Through this program, girls have increased their
self-esteem by sharing their experiences with other present, and have become proactive and aware of their own rights and
worth. They will hopefully play a leading role in the overall development of Dalit girls and community.
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Training for the enhancement of Dalit women’s sKills.

Dalit women are still subjected to physical, mental, economic and sexual abuse by a traditional society and family. What is
more, most of our women do not know what the social system is all about and what discrimination and violence against them
really are. So there is a culture of easily, passively and fatalistically accepting oppression an injustice from state, society and
religious institutions too. By learning about social structures, gender and sex differences, the patriarchal social system and its
social and cultural values, women of this community can gain the ability to live independently and lead their familial and social
life on a more sound footing. This is why DEF, under the purview of the POWER Program, in 2022 has organized a total of 06
trainings. From August 27 to September 01, 2022, training on Leadership was provided to 62 representatives of Dalit Women
Groups at Hatbash House Church, Tentulia, SDA Mission, Nurullapur and Union Parishad Hall, in Tala, Satkhira. The main
objective of this training was to increase Dalit women's knowledge and leadership byraising their leadership capabilities.

On December 12-19, 2022.a gender training was provided to 61 representatives of Dalit women groups in Hatbash House
Church, Tentulia, in Save Soul Trust Church, in Gonali and in the United Pentecostal Church, of Khanpur, in Tala, Satkhira.
The main objectives of these trainings were:

1. To build and increase the capacities of Dalit women groups;

2. To identify issues of gender discrimination,

3. To provide a clear understanding of social structures;

4. To give ideas about the role of women and men in society;

5. To give ideas about social reform by encouraging the leading role of women in preventing malpractices.

Apart from all this, it was discussed and explained that Dalit women group members can play and should play a key role in
establishing the rights of women and children in the local community, by properly performing their duties as community
representatives and by establishing effective linkages between the program and the organization for the benefit of all. To do so,
it was highlighted, it is very important for the women to have an understanding of gender and its working in society. The
program coordinator and the chairperson assisted by other staff of POWER, conducted the trainings. Through group work,
sports, popular theatre, discussion, question and answer sessions etc. Dalit women representatives got an idea about the
objectives of the training. By using the knowledge and skills gained in the training, Dalit women will be able to fight
discrimination and lead others into the same fight.
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After overcoming family obstacles, Bristi restarted her studies again.

Bristi Rani Sarkar was born in Murogacha village of Jashore district. Her father is a farmer and her mother
1s a housewife. Theirs is a poor family with three brothers and sisters. Due to poverty and lack of
awareness, Bristi falls victim of child marriage despite her desire for a formal education. Bristi thus
marries Ranjit Das, a guy from Mahandi village of Tala upazila in Satkhira district. Obviously, Bristi’s
schoolingstops. She had passed her SSC examination yet because of marriage she could not get admission
to the HSC course. A son is eventually born. Bristi’s life is further disturbed by domestic violence. Her
husband works as a day laborer in a furniture store. Her in-laws and husband prevent her from leaving the
house, talking to anyone, visiting his father’s house. Little by little, Bristi becomes averse to life. In the
meantime, Dalit Empowerment Foundation had formed a women's group under the POWER program in
Mahandi village. Bristi is chosen to be one of the executive members of the Dalit Women's group. From
then on, Bristi has attended every meeting and training of the women's group. Courage now spreads in her
mind and takes hold of her. Bristi is now convinced that she must break the wall of family bondages and
for that, she had to acquire the skills necessary to deal with the situation. As a first step, Bristi dares to go
to her father's house. Her husband, realizing her absence, is forced to go there and bring her back. Bristi
then with some money from the POWER program starts a small teashop. Her income from the shop starts
coming in. After long explanations to her father-in-law, mother-in-law and husband, she is allowed to
restart her studies attending the HSC course in the Open University. Bristi opened also a bank account in
his own name and started saving money every month. The violence in her family decreased and she is now
studying and participating in various programs having been able to overcome familial obstacles.
Currently, even her father-in-law, mother-in-law and husband see her in a different, positive light.
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At last, the construction work of the road in Fatepur and Nurullapur Dalit neighborhoods has started.
About 120 families live in Fatepur and Nurullapur Das Para in no. 12 Khalilnagar Union. Villagers there engage
in professions ranging from bamboo weaving to saloon work, agricultural work, brick kiln work etc. For a long
time, the villagers, men and women, old people, children, teenagers, and everyone in that area, were not able to
travel on the road, particularly during the rainy scason. The problem had been lingering on for years. Various
people of that area raised the issue with the elected representatives (Chairman, Member), who always
acknowledged the need but never built the road. Through DEF's Power Program, all the Dalit women present at
the monthly courtyard meeting in Fatchpur and Nurullapur Das Para discussed the issue of the road. According
to the discussion, it was decided that China Das had to go to the office of the Chairman of Khalilnagar Union
Parishad no. 12 and raise the issue. After a few days, China Das went to the Chairman with some women of the
Dalit women's group. The Chairman assured that the budget for the road had already been allotted and that the
roadwork would start soon. Month after month went by but the road was not even started. On 22 December 2022,
Dalit Empowerment Foundation organized a dialogue meeting to identify the various problems of the area
including those of women and girls in the workplace. For the occasion, the Upazila administration and local
government representatives together withsome civil society members were present. The dialogue was about the
inclusion of women and girls in government services and the state of social infrastructures. Once again, China
Das brought up the matter of Fatepur and Nurullapur road to the concerned guests present. Immediately, the
Upazila's Vice Chairman asked the Chairman of the Union Parishad to look into the matter seriously. Soon after
that, the work of the road started. The people of the area are now very happy. Dalit women under the leadership
of China Das have been able to raise their long-standing demand for a new road and successfully fulfilled it.
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Life Skills Session for the Development of Girls Adolescents’ Abilities.

Dalit girls living in Bangladesh are still deprived of their rights, lagging far behind in all aspects of social life.
The current government of the country is undertaking various activities for the development of this
community, nevertheless, the people of this community continue living enwrapped in prejudices. In Dalit
society, girls are not |
recognized any right. Their
dreams are seldom fulfilled,
as child marriage is often
enforced. All these girls
cannot give their own
opinion on familial matters,
they are unable to fulfill their

through the POWER program, conducted once every three months, 03 life skllls sessions on various topics in
03 Unions of Tala Upazila with 03 teenage groups to form a new mindset and thus increase their knowledge
and skills to enable them to walk on a par with the girls of mainstream society. So in 2022, a total of 12 life
skills sessions have been completed. In these meetings, girls were taught through discussions, questions and
answers sessions, acting and games about various topics, so that the girls could properly manage their own
lives, develop a new attitude enabling them to participate in various activities and through an increase of
knowledge and skills, act on their own to protect their own rights. In so doing they will also be enabled to
make a positive contribution to both their society and state.
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Celebration of International Dignity Day.

This Dignity Day is internationally celebrated on 05 December. Yet, Dalit Empowerment Foundation under the

POWER program, celebrated it on December 09, 2022, at the Shilpakala Academy of Tala Upazila. This day was

observed mainly to bring home to the Dalit people that they too are bearers of rights and dignity, and where these

are not recognized they must fight for them. The author of the Indian Constitution, B.R. Ambedkar was a man

belonging to a Dalit community, who, while neglected, hated, insulted and discriminated against, never stopped

fighting for his people’s rights and dignity. After his death, the United Nations declared December 5, that is, B.R.

Ambedkar's death anniversary, as the International Dignity Day. Dalit Empowerment Foundation, under the

auspices of POWER program, observed the day with the participation of Dalit women and mainstream people, to

highlight the fact that Dalit people can live in this society with dignity, by enforcing and protecting it. The specific

objectives of the day observation were:

1. To make them aware of December 05 Day;

2. To ensure full human rights and dignity to the neglected, deprived and so-called untouchables of the society
by standing side by side with the mainstream people of the society;

8. To stand by Dalit groups so that their freedom of speech can be fulfilled;

4. To show support to Dalit people by civil society and representatives of local government in order that they
be encouraged to live with dignity.

The day was celebrated with plays, discussions and quiz competitions. Tala Upazila Chairman, Mahila Vice

Chairman and other representatives together with 60 Dalit women were present at the program. All the guests in

their comments highlighted the significance of the day and informed about the rights and dignity of Dalit women

in society. On the other hand, Dalit women highlighted their position in the family and society through a show of

popular theater. Finally, Dalit women expressed their determination in safeguarding their dignity in the family,

society and state.

Celebrating International Women's Day.

Women are discriminated against in various areas of social life including the economic and cultural spheres. Women suffer harassments of
all sorts in their workplace be it agricultural or industrial, public or private. It thus happened that in 1857, the women workers of a yam
factory in New York started a movement to put an end to their wage discrimination. From there, many women of the world also started their
own movement, and in 1973, the United Nations declared March 8 as the International Women's Day.

Despite the long time passed, the women of Bangladesh's Dalit community have not yet obtained their rightful demands, nor properly
enjoyed their rights. Most Dalit women do not know about their rights, and are not even aware of the discrimination they are the victim of,
Therefore, to realize the objectives of the program, football games, thematic dramas, quiz competitions and inter-scholastic meetings were
organized to make the women of this group aware of the prejudices they suffer from and understand their rights.

On March 8, 2022 at 09.30 am, Mr. Prashanto Kumar Biswas, Tala Upazila Executive Officer inaugurated the International Women's Day
by flying pigeons on the grounds of Tala Upazila Shilpakala Academy. On the occasion, Dalit women of no. 12 Khalilnagar Union and no.
06 Tala Sadar Union, participated in a football match at Shilpakala Academy grounds. Dalit Women's Group of no. 06 Tala Sadar Union
won the football competition. By participating in the football competition, Dalit women broke their inertia, came out of prejudices and
realized that women can work as equals to men if they want to. All the guests present, encouraged this in their addresses to the women.
Mita Rani Das, Pratima Rani Sarkar and Parvati Das, as representatives of Dalit women, highlighted the issues of discrimination against
them in the family and in various areas of society. The guests there present were: the Upazila Executive Officer Mr. Prashanto Kumar
Biswas, who presided over the inter-scholastic meeting, the Upazila Chairman Mr. Ghosh Sanat Kumar, chief guest, the Upazila Mahila
Vice Chairman, Mrs. Murshida Parveen Papri, special guest, the Project Implementation Officer, Mr. Md. Obaidul Haque, special guest, Mr.
Zulfikar Raihan, the secretary of Reporters Club, Tala, Satkhira, special guest. Dalit women and the guests all agreed that social attitudes
must change to eliminate discrimination. To do so, women have to prove themselves, then the acceptance of women in the family and society
will increase and the country will be able to develop further.

Door-to-door campaign to prevent child marriages and schools drop-out.

Among the Dalit population, boys and girls drop out more and girls drop out more than boys do. In fact, when the
girls grow up, their families get busy to marry them. Their thinking is that when girls grow up, they should go to
their husband's house. So after little education they are made to do housework and cooking. Moreover, their
families think that it will be difficult to get girls married if they are too old. Therefore, when they reach secondary
school, they no longer study. They either get married, and so they have to go to their father-in-law's house, or else
they have to stop studying at their father's house and engage in family work. Things being so, the biggest need is to
spread consciousness among the families of the girls. In 2022, Dalit Empowerment Foundation has implemented a
total of 02 door-to-door campaign programs under the auspices of POWER Program. On February 27 and
November 26, 2022, a total of 120 families were visited in 03 unions (06 Tala Sadar, 05 Tentulia and 12 Khalil
Nagar) of Tala Upazila. Adolescents’ campaigns were conducted in villages by hanging various anti-child marriage
posters in front of their bicycles. The main objective of the campaigns was to protect the girls from early marriage
and stop dropping-out from schools. 30 girls who can perform well in acting and presentation were selected and
prepared for the campaign. This group was then divided into two. The two groups together with program staff in
one day were able to visit a total of 60 families. Campaigners visited every family to meet the girls’ parents, inform
them about the consequences of child marriage and hand out a leaflet containing information on carly marriages and
their nefarious consequences. Campaigners earnestly requested parents not to marry their daughters before
becoming 18 years old. This door-to-door campaign by the adolescent girls’ groups received a huge and positive
response in the working area. We do believe that many were sensitized in preventing child marriage and dropouts.
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Session with male youngsters to prevent violence against women.

Girls of the Dalit community have often to put up with sexual harassment in different ways. They are bullied
by boys on the streets, in schools and colleges, at shop corners etc. They are harassed through mobile phones.
letters or even directly. As a result, girls’ education often terminates abruptly and most of them undergo early
marriages. Sometimes terrible things like suicide also happen. Usually this sexual harassment is often carried
out by the youth of the girls’ own area. It is thus hoped that by organizing activities to prevent sexual
harassment and violence against women with the young boys of the localities, the young boys will refrain from
sexually harassing the young girls of the arca and will help to prevent sexual harassment and violence against
women in general. To this purpose, under the POWER program, 02 sessions were conducted with 60 youths
from the beneficiaries' families in order to prevent sexual harassment and violence against women.

On February 26, 2022 and August 08, 2022,
sexual harassment and violence against so0am9
women prevention sessions were held in the
meeting room of the Upazila Animal
Resources Office. Government officials and
public representatives attended the session
as guests and delivered topical speeches.
The program coordinator highlighted the g8
harmful aspects of both sexual harassment
and of violence against women, and, with
the aidof a power point presentation,
presented ways of preventing them. The §
responsibilities and duties of the youth were
highlighted through group work. Finally, a
quiz competition was deployed to asses and
verify the change in attitude. The session
was concluded with a prize distribution. The program motivated the boys to such an extent that they adopted
a strong resolution to prevent sexual harassment and violence against women.
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Human chain to prevent violence against women.

Bangladesh is a non-communal, democratic country. A women's group has been created here in
Tala Upazila against exploitation and deprivation,in order to build a society based on equality, to
ensure the rights and dignity of women and children wherever there is social inequality. This
women's group calls for human chains, assemblies, rallies, memorandum submission, public
signature campaign etc. under Urgent Movement to protest the torture, assault, rape, sexual
harassment and murder of women and children anywhere in Bangladesh. On December 06, 2022,
arally, a discussion and a “women's chat”were held to thwart any violence against women under
“16 Days of Activism” in the Tala Press Club premises. 50 representatives of Dalit women, the
general secretary of Tala Press Club and DEF workers participated in the human chain. Dalit
women marched holding placards with various messages on prevention of violence against
women and particularly, against Dalit women. Lipika Rani Das, Aroti Rani Das, Chobita Rani
Das and Doli Rani Das gave speeches condemning violence against women. After that, 50 Dalit
women discussed and planned in their meeting what other initiatives could be undertaken to
prevent violence against women. In so doing, Dalit women bravely played their part in fighting
against violence against women across the country.
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Dialogue for creating linkages with service providers.

Dalit community women and girls face social discrimination. Dalit women have limited opportunities in
education, health, law and employment. For this reason, it is very important to link these Dalit women and
girls with service delivery actors.

Under this project, Dalit women and girls try
to access government health services, ensure |
the rights of Dalit women in the Safety-Net
program of the government, participate in
social  activities, join various local
committees, increase access to health
services and link up with other local
public/private service delivery actors. To this &=
end, on December 22, 2022, a dialogue was
held with 30 representatives of Dalit women
and service providers in the meeting room of
Tala Upazila Animal Resources Office. Tala |} A
Upazila Chairman, Upazila Vice Chairman, ur ' N
Women  Affairs  Officer, Secondary ==
Education Officer and the Youth Development Officer participated in the dialogue. The government
officials and local government representatives informed our women about their various services.
Speaking on behalf of the Dalit women representative, Shefali Sarkar asked what the process and
requirements were to join their services. At this, the officials gave her and all the women present details
on how to join the service providing institutions. China Das, Nepali Das and Parvati Das, representatives
of the Dalit women, tabled the issue of the construction of the Fatehpur and Nurullapur road, highlighting
the suffering of the people of the area because of the lack of it. The Upazila Vice Chairman assured that
the road construction would start soon. In this way, the discussion between the two parties paved the way
to the creation of linkages between them.
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Agricultural training of Dalit women.

In the context of Bangladesh, a largely agrarian country, Dalit women lag far behind other agricultural
forces. In Bangladesh, the contribution of women in farming is undeniable. Here women have been
heavily involved in agriculture since the beginning of time! Women have played various roles in various
agricultural activities, especially in crop processing and conservation, animal husbandry, poultry. cattle
rearing, home garden vegetable and fruit production. Therefore, if Dalit women participate in agricultural
activities, they can play an economic role in the society and family. With the aim of empowering them
economically, on June 16, 2022, the Tala Upazila Agriculture Officer in the hall room of Tala Animal
Resources Office trained 30 Dalit women in agricultural matters. The purpose of the training was:

1. To encourage Dalit women and participate in agricultural work;

2. To give a clear understanding about the cultivation of seasonal crops;

3. To provide ideas on how to make vermicomposting manure;

4. To empower them economically through agricultural work.

The Upazila agriculture officer trained the Dalit women on the process, usage and rules o
vermicomposting, vegetable sowing time, fertilizer application, vegetable care, plants disease treatment
etc. During the training, Dalit women asked various questions and got clear ideas from the agriculture
officer. The proper implementation of the inputs received through the program will allow Dalit women tc
contribute to the economy of their families and society.
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Sharing meeting on how to involve Dalit women in local committees.

From time immemorial, Dalit women have been oppressed in every sphere of their familial. social
and political life. Society and civilization do progress, yet Dalit women do not enjoy any
economic or social development, continuing to live a life without social recognition and dignity.
Even today, we can say, Dalit women have no opportunity to participate in political parties or
offer their contribution to social development activities. Now, Dalit women for their own
empowerment need to be included in the various social committees in order for them to play a
developmental role in the various fields of family, society and state. To this end, in 2022, a total
of 04 sharing meetings were held through the POWER program. In fact, an important part of this
program is advocacy. If Dalit women are included in the various local committees, their
leadership will increase and they
will be able to lead and work for
the welfare of the people of their
area. To this purpose, on 12
June, 04  September, 29
November and 20 December
DEF held sharing meetings with
the Union Parishads of Tentulia,
Khalilnagar and Tala Sadar.
During these meetings, the
Program Coordinator briefed all
present about the program’s
purposes and discussed the |
inclusion of Dalit women in the
UP Standing Committees. Union
Parishad representatives assured that Dalit women would be included in the standing commutiees
if the opportunities presented themselves.

Provision of stipends to Dalit girls in order to prevent child marriage and school
drop-out.

Women of the Dalit community do not usually do any salaried work, being fully busy with
housework. Some may raise small-scale poultry and weave bamboo into baskets, but this
cannot provide much needed extra income. Moreover, Dalit families are generally
dependent on one person's income. Husbands are mostly day laborers and cane weavers.
As a result, they cannot afford to buy educational materials for and pay the tuition fees of
their daughters. On top of that, they also think that the girls will get married, so that,
money spent on them is wasted, as it will go to enrich their in-laws houses! In order that
poor yet talented girls do not fall into the clutches of early marriages and drop out from
schools, DEF has chosen 90 members of the girls’ group to whom 800 taka (eight hundred
taka) is paid in cash to buy educational materials and pay for their tuition fees. These 90
girls and their parents gave a signed undertaking stating that no girl would marry before
the age of 18 and no parents would give them out in marriage, promising instead to allow
them to continue their studies. On 15 and 16 February 2022, 90 girls of the Kishori
(adolescent girls) group were given stipends in the presence of the organization’s
Chairperson and Program Coordinator.
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Providing partial support to Dalit women for their economic empowerment.

As we already know, the women of Dalit communities do not usually engage in any other work except
the domestic one. Some may rear poultry and weave baskets on a small scale, yet all this is not enough o
meet their economic needs. Most Dalit men work as day laborers or as bamboo and cane workers. As a
result, it can be seen that they cannot pay for the education of their sons and daughters; they cannot buy
anything they need, living a life from hand to mouth. In such a situation, women do not even dream to tell
their husbands about their own wishes and needs. DEF has adopted a program to provide partial financial
assistance to the women in the program area as it is necessary for the beneficiary women to fulfill their
children's small needs, support their education and meet their own and family desires. In 2022, 111
people were thus given partial financial assistance. Of them, 47 people got 206,000 taka for pig rearing.
24 people got 144,000 taka for goat rearing, 21 people got 142,000 taka for bamboo work, 06 people got
44,000 taka for grocery stores, 03 people got 30,000 taka for tailoring, 01 person got 10,000 taka for
vermicomposting, 03 people got 45,000 taka for cow husbandry and 06 people got 39,000 taka for
cottage industry. A total of 660,000 taka were provided to 111 people as per their requirements.

This support was provided to empower Dalit women financially and increase their acceptance in
their families and society. Through this program, Dalit women will be able to play a role in the country’s
economy together with increasing their economic solvency and social receptivity.
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Constitution Review Workshop.
A two-day workshop was organized with the participation of the EC, GC, staff and stakeholders of the
organization to review and update the constitution of the organization. The workshop was held on 23 and
24 August 2022, at the Program Office of DEF in Tala, Satkhira. The objectives of this workshop were:
1. To create a clear and easily understandable Constitution;
2. To Provide a mission vision statement consistent with the work of the organization;
@ 3. To add and/or eliminate some paragraph and
chapters of the Constitution;
f 4. To give members a clear understanding of the
| Constitution.
A facilitator was hired from outside of the
organization. With his help, the workshop completed
the work of revising the constitution with the
participation of all members. The Upazila Social
Service Officer also participated in the workshop. He
B provided valuable suggestions to make this workshop
j 2 success. Based on the opinions and including the
suggestions of all the members, the facilitator on the
last day of the workshop presented a draft constitution. All the members present agreed to it and it was
decided to present it to the next EC meeting for a final review, before submitting it to the General
Committee for the ultimate approval.
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Orientation of EC members.

Dalit Empowerment Foundation is implementing POWER Program under the WVL-B peogect
And one of the goals of the project is the development of the organization. This development =
only possible when its governing body is strong. In order to increase the capacity of these saall
community-based organizations, in collaboration with the donor co-orgzanizztos \LEmpsner
Jonno Foundation (MJF), on January 28, 2022, EC members of DEF were given an oncatston on
both the organization and the program at the POWER Program’s office. Serzio Targa chasmsan
of the organization's advisory committee and PC facilitator of the POWER Program. was presest
and actively engaged in the orientation. The objectives of this orientation were:

1. To sensitize the EC members in implementing the organization and project s actnimes

2. To assist in the project monitoring;

3. To review the policies of the organization;

4. To enhance organizational management skills.

Through SWOT analysis, the facilitators pinpointed strengths, weaknesses. opportames amd
threats of and to the organization. A plan wasdrafted to manage both the orgamizatom and e
POWER program. Through this activity, the EC members of the organization have been able w0
understand how important their role is in the management of the organization.
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Training on Gender Mainstreaming.

On 12-14 November, 2022 at SAS Training and Resource Centre, in Tala, Satkhira, with the
participation of staff, EC and GC members and representatives of beneficiaries (30 people in all)
a training was held on gender mainstreaming. The scope of the training was:

1. To effect and apply the correct understanding and behavior on gender in the organization, in
the project and in personal life;

2. To convey correctly the gender concepts among the beneficiaries:

3. To prepare plans for the implementation of gender sensitive issues:

4. To practice gender sensitive issues.

The training was conducted by hiring an
external consultant. The latter carefully
provided all the necessary information on
gender in this 03-day training. Through
group work, socially constructed tasks
imposed on women were identified and
power structures were analyzed. All the
necessary concepts of gender
mainstreaming were also provided.

For tas
reason, under DEF's POWER program, 03 seven-member disasser
b, warning groups have been formed in 03 unions from among the members
of youth groups. They are charged to deliver pre-disaster preparedmess
messages (o their respective areas as per weather forecasts. For mstamce,
on October 25, 2022, when a storm called Chitrang formed ower
Bangladesh they were activated and dispatched to spread the news of the
coming storm. As soon as these storms are foreseen, disaster warmmg
groups go to work. According to the signal severity issued by the
government, they raise red flags, assist those whose houses are m poor
condition, help out farmers in securing their crops, keep in touch with
shelter centers and send out warning messages to every family with the use of portable, battery powered, sound systems.
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Child Marriage Prevention Committees.

The incidence of child marriages is relatively high among the Dalit community. Indeed Dalit girls fall often vicum
of child marriages. Organizations cannot always prevent these from happening, as most marriages take place at
night. Therefore, under its POWER program, DEF has formed a seven-member child marriage prevention
committee in 03 Unions with members of women's groups. These committees try to prevent the occurrence of child
marriages in their respective area. If they are unable to do so, they inform the staff of DEF and try to prevent it with
the help of the Tala Upazila Women's Affairs Officer. In 2022, these committecs were able to stop 04 child
marriages while enforcing disciplinary action against the perpetrators of 02 other early marriages.
